CLOTHES

CAR

should contain a flashlight, shovel, and sand or
cat litter for traction. Also, pack a first-aid kit,
water, and warm blankets. Before winter, get
your vehicle checked to ensure the battery and

tires are ready for cold and icy conditions.

HOME

A power outage can be a major challenge

during a winter storm. Your home
emergency kit should have a three-day
supply of water and non-perishable food.
Include a hand-crank radio, flashlights,
and extra batteries. Have a backup heat

source too.
